Adheres to All Horse Industry Standards & Horse Protection regulations

Set Forth By The usda as found in the horse protection act.

All show related complaints/Protests proffessional or personal must be brought to the attention of the show Management AND WILL be resolved according to the ppwha by- laws by special hearing.

Horse Protection Act violations will be brought to the attention of the USDA
Judges evaluations forms (for Positive or negative feedback) will be available at the secretary’s booth. 


 Specific Rules
1. Show Steward will require All Horses to be unsaddled for inspection of horses’ lower limbs from the knee down. Inspections will be conducted in accordance with HPA guidelines for shows choosing non affiliation and will be strictly enforced. By signing the entry form you acknowledge your understanding of the inspection procedure and potential consequences should your horse be considered ineligible to show by the show steward or judge. If you have any questions please contact the show manager.
2. The NWHA rules apply and the standard of ZERO tolerance with regards to soring is our number one mission.
3. Shoe sizes may vary per class. Please check our class descriptions for maximum shoe size allowance in classes.

4. Shoes will be measured at random during the weekend at the request of the show steward, management or the judge.

5. Hoof bands are not allowed on the property and must be removed upon arrival. 
6. Leg wraps are permitted on horses while in stalls. However, we may ask you at any time to remove wraps for inspection. 
7. No weighted bell boots or action devices are allowed.

8. All entries, scratch, & adds must be done one (1) hour before the start of each session.

9. All adds & scratches must be done by an adult (18 & over)

10. Non hooked-up Camping will be charged $40.00 for the weekend. This will be strictly enforced. 

11. Holds on classes must be reported to the Secretary’s booth prior to the beginning of the session.

12. Versatility- we strongly recommend protection gear (i.e. wraps, boots, etc. for your horse).  Please have your horse and equipment checked with the steward before applying. 
13. Helmets are recommended. Riders will not be penalized in rail classes for the use of a helmet. Children 11 and under must wear helmets while riding.
14. Dressage classes will be run according to NWHA rules.
15. Spotted Saddle Horse (SSH), United Mountain Horses (UMH) & Racking Horse (RCK) classes will be run by those breeds’ rules unless otherwise stated in NWHA rules. Rule books are available at the show or available on-line.

THE GETTYSBURG BATTLEFIELD RIDE

Gettysburg Battlefield Riders there is NO FEE to ride the Battlefield. All riders MUST meet the following requirements for PPWHA insurance purposes
1) Riders MUST fill out the appropriate entry forms for insurance purposes. Entries to the ride must be postmarked by entry deadline.  Riders MUST have horses stabled at Diamond 7 Ranch beginning no later than Saturday evening.
2) There will be a meeting at Diamond 7 with your trail guide, Saturday afternoon to give directions, organize and tell Gettysburg stories.

GENERAL INFORMATION (Diamond 7 Ranch Policy)

*NO STRAW – Shavings only.  Bring your own or purchase shavings at the show grounds for prevailing rate, cash or separate check. (2 bales included in stall fee)
*Positively NO SMOKING in building and/or stall areas. 

*NO fans will be permitted in the stall area

*NO overloading of electrical circuits, no coffee makers, crock pots, microwaves, refrigerators, vacuums, hair dryers or other electrical appliances anywhere in the barns.

*RV Campers-area is for camper hook ups only; parking there will cost you a night’s fee.

*ALL Dogs must be on a leash while on Show Grounds.

*No Trailer Parking or unhooking around or next to building. 

*Parking in front is reserved for vehicles without trailers and for visitors. NO EXCEPTIONS.

*NO FOUR WHEELERS, Motorbikes, Golf Carts, or bikes in the building.
*Absolutely NO overnight tie-outs.  
* ALL horses must be stalled or removed from the showground’s after evening session.
